Ms. Aihara swore in all those wishing to speak before the Planning Commission.
Approval of Minutes — Ms. Barcus made a motion to approve the April 17, 2013 meeting
minutes with one spelling correction, second by Mr. Bakker, approved 6-0.

SU.13.00101 WARD 4 NEIGHBORHOOD 7.03 BMW
Request of Michael Wagner, owner, for a Special Use Permit to operate a Light Manufacturing
and Lounge use at 301 7th Street East (zoned T5).

AB.13.00023 WARD 4 NEIGHBORHOOD 7.03 BMW
Request of Michael Wagner, owner, for a 2-COP Alcohol Beverage License for use at 301 7th

Street East (zoned T5).

Mr. Woods read the request. Ms. Gonzalez presented the staff report and recommendations on
the light manufacturing/lounge project, Little Giant Brewery.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION: APPROVAL of SU.13.00101 with the following stipulations:
1. Hours of operation: Production hours 6AM to 6PM, tasting hours 11AM to 11PM, daily.
No outdoor music.
Restrooms and parking lot must comply with ADA regulations.
Tasting room egress doors and windows to be current building code compliant.
Provide wheel stops in all parking spaces.
Install bollards to surround beer garden.
Provide curbside pickup for refuse cans.

APPROVAL of AB.13.00023 with the following stipulations:
1. Series 2-COP license to allow for on-premise consumption of beer and wine, including the outdoor

beer garden.
Michael Wagner, 228 Oak Avenue gave an overview of his project.

Planning Commission Questions/Comments:

e Mr. Bakker asked if his beer will be only product served in the tasting room. Mr. Wagner
stated that the brewery tasting room will have guest taps at his nano-brewery. Deliveries will
arrive by small box trucks and scheduled early in the day outside his tasting room hours.

e Ms. Barcus asked if Mr. Wagner plans to serve exclusively draft beer. Mr. Wagner stated not
necessarily, there are some brewers that use bottles, but mostly draft, and non-alcoholic
beverages will most likely be bottles.

e Mr. Taylor confirmed the stipulations regarding production hours of operation and no outdoor
music. Barbed wire on fence will be removed when new fence is installed.

Public Hearing:

e FOR: Mike McCarthy, 918 12" Street West, Bradenton, Sarasota brewer spoke in favor.

e AGAINST: Patricia Staebler, Downtown, Inc., owner of 309 6" Street East, concerned about
Tarpon Pointe traffic, industrial neighboring properties, noise, residential property value, and
hours of operation.

¢ NEITHER FOR OR AGAINST: Dale Ward, 819 3 Avenue East in Antiques Overlay district,
not against the brewery, but concerned about Tarpon Pointe marina traffic, noise, street
parking, and loud music. Concerned about the need for stipulations on future projects in the
Antiques Overlay district.

Public Hearing was closed.

Public Works/Fire/Police: No comments from Public Works and Police. Fire Marshal stated
that a fire separation wall between brewery and tasting room needs to be added to drawings.

Commission Questions and Comments

e Mr. Buskirk stated that he was recusing himself from the vote due to conflict of interest.
Form 8B Memorandum of Voting Conflict is included in minutes.

e Mr. Taylor asked Mr. Wagner to address parking and noise concerns. Mr. Wagner stated
that he has a preliminary parking agreement with property behind 8" Street, adding 20-21
additional parking spaces. Draft of parking agreement will be available for City Council
Meeting. Mr. Wagner's intention is to close the tasting room by 11 p.m. Production hours do
not need to be stipulated due to indoor processing, delivery hours will be 8 am to 6 pm.

e Mr. Whetstone asked about odors associated with beer production. Mr. Wagner described
the smell of boiling beer as bready, due to small production, should be minimal odor.

PLANNING COMMISSION RECOMMENDATIONS:
Mr. Bakker made a motion to APPROVE SU.13.00101 with the changes to stipulation #1 and
stipulations #2-8 will remain as stated. Second by Mr. Whetstone, approved 5-0, with Mr.

Buskirk’s recusal.
1. Hours of operation: Produetion Delivery hours 6AM 8AM to 6PM, tasting hours 1 1AM to 11PM, daily.
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No outdoor music.

Restrooms and parking lot must comply with ADA regulations.

Tasting room egress doors and windows to be current building code compliant.
Provide wheel stops in all parking spaces.

Install bollards to surround beer garden.

Provide curbside pickup for refuse cans.

Comply with form based code landscape/signage requirements.
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Ms. Barcus made a motion to APPROVE AB.13.00023 with the following stipulation. Second by
Mr. Whetstone, approved 5-0, with Mr. Buskirk’s recusal.
1. Series 4-COP license to allow for on-premise consumption of beer and wine, including the outdoor beer
garden.

SU.13.00104 WARD 4 NEIGHBORHOOD 20.03 BMW
Request of Belleair Development, agent for Stearns Bank, owner, for a Special Use Permit
allowing a Convenience Store/Service Station use at 4455 State Road 64 East (zoned SCC).

Mr. Woods read the request, presented the staff report and recommendations. Staff
recommends APPROVAL of SU.13.00104 with the following stipulations:

Hours of operation: 24 hours, daily.

Fire suppression system for dumpster/recycling area required.

A City approved grease trap/hood system is required for commercial cooking.

Hostile landscaping shall be planted, where applicable.

Provide “clear-zone” through landscaping for security/visibility.

Install 8 foot tall screen fence to buffer from adjacent residential uses.

Exterior lights shall be shielded to prevent off-site iflumination in excess of city standards.
Any proposed land use not permitted “by right” shall require Special Use review and approval.
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Michael Wagner, 228 Oak Avenue introduced his project.

Planning Commission Questions/Comments:

e Mr. Bakker confirmed that the northwest exit closest to subdivision will be full access with
right/left turns. The northeast corner to the property is storm water retention pond, will be
trees removed? Mr. Woods confirmed that during construction, some trees will be removed.

e Mr. Taylor asked about the tree replacement matrix, Mr. Woods stated that it will be
submitted at site improvement permitting for tree replacement/relocation matrix and will show
payment in lieu cost. Photo metrics plan will be submitted with site improvement plan.

Darenda Marvin, Grimes Goebel, agent for the applicant, said the applicant is in agreement with
stipulation #6 and will present exhibit of buffer plan prior to City Council meeting. Traffic and
access on 43" Street Blvd. East which is a Manatee County road will be improved with current
stick bollard removal and replaced with a traffic separator. Riverdale entry sign will be replaced
and an easement will be granted on the property. Entry sign location will be added to site plan.
Ms. Marvin introduced the project team.

Scott Gerard, Wawa Project Engineer spoke on the Wawa company. Wawa means “flying
goose” in Ojibwa (Native American) language and the goose is in their company logo.

Public Hearing: No one appeared for or against. Public Hearing was closed.
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Public Works/Fire/Police: No objections from Public Works, but have discussed how truck
traffic will enter and exit the site, request the traffic plan with construction plans. Police and Fire

had no objections or issues.

Staff Recommendation: No citizen comments have been received and staff recommends
APPROVAL with the eight stipulations as submitted.

Commission Questions and Comments:

e Ms. Barcus asked about the emergency gas cutoff. Fire Marshal Langston stated that it is
part of the standard gas controls.

e Mr. Taylor asked about how the fuel trucks will circulate around the building. Rick Tommell,
Bohler Engineering Site Engineer stated that the delivery fuel trucks will enter with right turn
off SR64 circulating around and exiting the northwest corner of property. Mr. Taylor asked if
gas lines could be extended. Also asked if there are landscape plans for the ten foot area
behind the east building (currently designated as unoccupied)?

e Ms. Barcus confirmed that the fence will be PVC and the applicant will work with
homeowners to accommodate their requests.

e Mr. Bakker confirmed that the architectural rendering displayed (Exhibit K) was similar to the
SR64 site. Mr. Gerard confirmed that the finishes will be similar. Wawa has three different
Florida footprints, all with sunshades and stacked stone details.

PLANNING COMMISSION RECOMMENDATIONS:
Mr. Buskirk made a motion to APPROVE SU.13.00104 with eight stipulations as staff
recommended. Second by Mr. Whetstone, approved 6-0.

e Mr. Woods introduced Asha Greenidge, summer intern, studying urban regional planning at
USF.

WHO MUST FILE FORM 8B

This form is for use by any person serving at the county, city, or other local level of government on an appointed or elected board, council,
commission, authority, or committee. It applies equally to members of advisory and non-advisory bodies who are presented with a voting
conflict of interest under Section 112.3143, Florida Statutes.

Your responsibilities under the law when faced with voting on a measure in which you have a conflict of interest will vary greatly depending
on whether you hold an elective or appointive position. For this reason, please pay close attention to the instructions on this form before
completing the reverse side and filing the form.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR COMPLIANCE WITH SECTION 112.3143, FLORIDA STATUTES

A person holding elective or appointive county, municipal, or other local public office MUST ABSTAIN from voting on a measure which
inures to his or her special private gain or loss. Each elected or appointed local officer also is prohibited from knowingly voting on a mea-
sure which inures to the special gain or loss of a principal (other than a government agency) by whom he or she is retained (including the
parent organization or subsidiary of a corporate principal by which he or she is retained); to the special private gain or loss of a relative; or
to the special private gain or loss of a business associate. Commissioners of community redevelopment agencies under Sec. 163.356 or
163.357, F.S., and officers of independent special tax districts elected on a one-acre, one-vote basis are not prohibited from voting in that
capacity.

For purposes of this law, a “relative” includes only the officer’s father, mother, son, daughter, husband, wife, brother, sister, father-in-law,
mother-in-law, son-in-law, and daughter-in-law. A “business associate” means any person or entity engaged in or carrying on a business
enterprise with the officer as a partner, joint venturer, coowner of property, or corporate shareholder (where the shares of the corporation
are not listed on any national or regional stock exchange).

ELECTED OFFICERS:
In addition to abstaining from voting in the situations described above, you must disclose the conflict:

PRIOR TO THE VOTE BEING TAKEN by publicly stating to the assembly the nature of your interest in the measure on which you
are abstaining from voting; and

WITHIN 15 DAYS AFTER THE VOTE OCCURS by completing and filing this form with the person responsible for recording the min-
utes of the meeting, who should incorporate the form in the minutes.

APPOINTED OFFICERS:

Although you must abstain from voting in the situations described above, you otherwise may participate in these matters. However, you
must disclose the nature of the conflict before making any attempt to influence the decision, whether orally or in writing and whether made
by you or at your direction.

IF YOU INTEND TO MAKE ANY ATTEMPT TO INFLUENCE THE DECISION PRIOR TO THE MEETING AT WHICH THE VOTE WILL BE
TAKEN:

+ You must complete and file this form (before making any attempt to influence the decision) with the person responsible for recording the
minutes of the meeting, who will incorporate the form in the minutes. (Continued on other side)
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APPOINTED OFFICERS (continued)

+ A copy of the form must be provided immediately to the other members of the agency.

+ The form must be read publicly at the next meeting after the form is filed.

IF YOU MAKE NO ATTEMPT TO INFLUENCE THE DECISION EXCEPT BY DISCUSSION AT THE MEETING:
* You must disclose orally the nature of your conflict in the measure before participating.

+ You must complete the form and file it within 15 days after the vote occurs with the person responsible for recording the minutes of the
meeting, who must incorporate the form in the minutes. A copy of the form must be provided immediately to the other members of the
agency, and the form must be read publicly at the next meeting after the form is filed.
